non-alcoholic beverages to children in the Pacific. All PIF countries involved
in the network.

NCD Taskforces to enact whole of government and whole of society
approach. Nine PIF countries are in the process of developing taskforces.
Pacific Heads of Health in 2019 committed to develop or maintain an active
multi-sectoral NCD taskforce.

Twelve PIF countries have a national multi-sectoral NCD strategy in place.
Three PIF countries are in the process of developing national multi-sectoral
NCD strategy?.

The Pacific Monitoring Alliance for NCD Action (MANA)* was established and
a mutual accountability mechanism using the MANA Dashboard was
developed to assist countries to monitor progress on implementing the
Roadmap. The MANA Report Summary is included as an annex.
